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More and more people around the world are going abroad to study, travel, or work, and there
may be times when travelers accidentally offend their hosts. Before you set off on a trip, it is best
to get some 1. information about cultural differences because an inappropriate gesture,
reaction or greeting, even if it is unintentional, might make you an unwelcome guest.

The same gesture can have very different meanings in different countries. The gesture meaning
“OK” in the United States means something 2. different in Brazil, as Ella Yao discov-
ered. Ella had traveled to Brazil to study and was living with a host family. During dinner, her
host asked Ella if she was enjoying the meal. Because her mouth was full of food, Ella gave a
signal with her hand that to her meant “OK.” Although Ella meant the food was 3. , this
symbol in Brazilian culture is extremely rude and her host was deeply offended.

While traveling in Thailand, Elizabeth Brown learned that there are differences in food ingredi-
ents in the United States and Thailand. She stopped at a small, family-owned restaurant in Chiang
Mai and ordered spring rolls. She was really enjoying 4. them until she got to the last
one and noticed that there was an insect inside. She complained to the server. Later, she discovered
that, although insects are disgusting to most Americans, they are considered 5. food in
many cultures.

Formality, especially in business relationships, can also be different from country to country. In
the United States, it might be fine to use someone’s given name, but in many Asian countries, it is
considered rude to use anything but a title and the 6. name. It might also be common to
ask about someone’s family during small talk in the United States. Conversely, in some cultures
it is considered a 7. , such as in Saudi Arabia, where it is inappropriate to ask about a
female you are not related to.

All of these mistakes can be avoided with some research on cultural differences 8.
going abroad. Getting information from websites, talking to people, and watching movies and
documentaries set in the country you are 9. are good ways to learn more. However, if
you do accidentally offend someone, quickly apologize, and 10. from your mistake.
